Bill 
and Molly have been a part of 
the St. Andrew’s family for 
some time now and we are 
thrilled that he is willing to 
come out of retirement to 
help out in this part time role 
with the church. So the next 
time you see Bill welcome 
him to our growing staff and 
ask him a hard question about 
St. Andrew’s and see if he 
can come up with the answer. 
Bet he can! 
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    Thanksgiving has become a problematic holiday for many of us. We want 
to appreciate the wonderful gifts of life, but the holiday is housed in a story 
that now requires us to be dishonest. 

    In school, I was taught a view of history that assumed people of European 
descent were the center of a story that culminated in the founding of our 
country. In all those years of history classes, we did not hear directly from 
one slave or native person. That distorted view of history became the 
foundation from which I did politics. I just assumed that, in any conflict, we 
are good and they are bad. We want peace, they want to hurt us. We are 
basically honest, they can’t be trusted. I believed we are better than others 
because of the unexamined mountain of propaganda upon which I stood. 

    A few decadesago this false innocence was shattered by a conversation 
with a visitor to our church who had worked for the CIA. He told me about 
the horrors of U.S. foreign policy. He talked about the routine slaughter of 
innocent civilians to protect the business interests of corporations over seas. I 
did not believe him. I thought he was crazy.  Slowly and reluctantly I began 
to investigate for myself. What I discovered broke my heart. 

    It is not possible to find truth today if we begin by refusing to let go of a lie 
about yesterday.  The founding myth of the American empire is that 
Columbus discovered America.  You cannot discover a country where people 
already live unless those people don’t count.  By repeating that story every 
year we silence the victims of the American holocaust.  If native people 
count, Columbus did not discover America.  If native people count we cannot 
say that God gave us this land.  If native people count, we cannot claim as 
blessings things that were actually seized by violence. 

    I do not believe we should feel guilty about what our ancestors did to 
people centuries ago, but I do think we should be honest about what 
happened.  And when we are honest about the past, it is very difficult not to 
see that we are doing many of the same things in the present.  Guilt is the 
only non-pathological response to our relationship to the third world and 
actual political change is the only alternative to that guilt. 

    It can be very difficult to wrestle with these issues when friends and family 
call us to the old stories.  That is why on November 22, the Sunday before 
Thanksgiving, our worship will be a service of atonement to prepare us for 
the Thanksgiving season.  Our goal is not to feel guilty, but to be honest.  If 
we remember that God loves all people equally, we will also remember that 
children of God must humble themselves and bring justice to all people.

   Rev. Jim Rigby continues to speak out for peace and justice and as a result to make it known that St. Andrew’s 
represents a progressive voice for social action. A few recent examples have been speaking on KOOP, at a peace 
rally at City Hall, NAACP and SafePlace. We have had a large number of people who have visited our web site, 
not only locally and nationally but even internationally. Jim has also received e-mails from Russia. 
   The Session has decided to have two sections of our Leadership Retreat due to the amount of ground we would 
like to cover. One is coming up soon on Nov. 6 and 7 at Canyon of the Eagles and the other will probably be next 
January. Our focus for the first meeting will be strategic visioning and planning. Both sections will involve the 
staff, current Session, those going off and those coming on. This allows everyone to become better acquainted and 
to pass the baton (without dropping it). The new Session members who were elected Oct. 11 are Paul Davis, 
Barbara Hilliard, Sharon Mock, Rita Stephan and Lynn Thomas. 
   Randy Cook reported for the Treasurer that we have a positive $10,294 net income for the year to date. Tom 
Nichols gave a status of the hail damaged roof replacement; it is essentially finished and includes additional vents, 
addition of drip flashing to prevent rot and high quality shingles. Thanks to Tom, the work came in under budget 
and will be covered by insurance. 
   A representative from the Northside Enrichment Group (Homeschooling Co-op) was present at the Session 
meeting and requested approval for their continued use of our facilities. They meet for the purpose of enrichment 
and socializing for the children and parents involved with homeschooling. In appreciation of their use of our 
building, they are making a donation, plan on a service project for the church and invited the congregation to a 
demo day on Nov.19 from 12:00 to 2:30 pm.  We previously agreed to their use of our building on a 6 month trial 
period which is now concluding.  Session agreed to the request for their continued use. 
   Our stewardship campaign is underway and AGAPE teams and others are working on expense requests. Rev. 
Karen Gaudet, our Director of Children’s Ministries, is involving the children in offering their time and talents as 
stewardship of St. Andrew’s. Expense requests are due on Nov. 10 and dedication of pledges will take place on 
Nov. 15.  A budget proposal will be presented to Session at their next meeting, Nov., 24 leading to an approved 
budget on Dec. 15. 
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On Oct. 17, Beaver Nelson treated us to a plethora of songs, from philosophical to spiritual to 
nostalgic to narrative to comical, and also enlightened us with many of the stories behind the 
songs.  It was a wonderfully entertaining evening, and it was a pleasure hearing and talking 
with Mr. Nelson.  We even got to hear one of his new songs from his un-named record, which 

will be out “sometime.”  One Red Leaf was a definite winner and fills us with anticipation for the rest of this 
record.  Thank you to everyone who attended and to everyone who helped make it such a special night.

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For the period ending Sept. 30, 2009, St. Andrew’s continued to experience a positive cash flow of $10,293.78.  
That is derived by subtracting prepaid expenses (New Roof) $13,474.79 from net cash increase for the period 
$23,768.57. 
   A contributing factor to this strong performance was that overall expenses were $24,631.34 below budget. 
Income was below budgeted levels by $3,541.29. 
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Twice a month, St. Andrew’s Food 
Pantry opens its doors, its hands and its 
hearts to people in need: the hungry, the 
poor, the lonely, the disabled. While we 
still minister to the homeless, there is 
also a definite rise in the number of 

families we see coming to the Food Pantry. We find 
such people may have suddenly become jobless, are 
about to become homeless and are confused and 
frightened. They may never have asked for help 
before. 
   We cannot begin to fix all those ills for people, but 
we can offer a warm meal and fellowship. We can 
tell people who are hurting that we care, and that they 
matter. We can give them a bit of sustenance for their 
bodies and hopefully some for their souls. This is 
what your donations allow this ministry to do.

   In Empire of Illusion: The End of Literacy and the 
Triumph of Spectacle, Pulitzer Prize-winning journalist 
Hedges charts the dramatic and disturbing rise of a post-
literate society that craves fantasy, ecstasy and illusion. He 
argues that we now live in two societies: One, the minority, 
functions in a print-based, literate world that can cope with 
complexity and can separate illusion from truth. The other, 
a growing majority, retreats from a reality-based world into 
one of false certainty and magic. Hedges looks at trends in 
entertainment, education, and public life to describe an age 
of terrifying decline and heightened self-delusion. 
   After Hedges earned a degree from Harvard Divinity 
School, he embarked on a reporting career that began in 
1983 in El Salvador. He spent six years in Latin America 
and seven years in the Middle East, most of them as the 
bureau chief for The New York Times. He also covered the 
wars in Bosnia and Kosovo, before joining the Times’ 
investigative team covering terrorism. 
   Hedges was an early and vocal critic of the plan to invade 
and occupy Iraq . In May 2003 he gave a commencement 
speech in which he said, “We are embarking on an 
occupation that, if history is any guide, will be as damaging 
to our souls as it will be to our prestige and power and 
security.” The Times reprimanded Hedges for “public 
remarks that could undermine public trust in the paper's 
impartiality” and demanded that he stop speaking about the 
Iraq war. Refusing to accept these restrictions, Hedges left 
the paper to become a senior fellow at The Nation Institute, 
write books, and teach. He is the author of War Is a Force 
That Gives Us Meaning (2002); What Every Person Should 
Know About War (2003); Losing Moses on the Freeway 
(2005); American Fascists: The Christian Right and the 
War on America (2007); I Don’t Believe in Atheists (2008); 
and Collateral Damage: America’s War Against Iraqi 
Civilians (2008, with Laila Al-Arian). Hedges has written 
for numerous publications.  

Oct. 1, Austin City Council 
members passed a resolution 
empowering the City Manager to 
work with Workers Defense Project 

to develop innovative policies to protect 
Austin's construction workers. The Resolution 
requires the City Manager to report back to 
Council in January, when Council can vote to 
enact better protections.  
   This resolution is a first step in ending the 
needless deaths and frequent injuries suffered 
by construction workers in Austin. Texas leads 
the nation in construction worker deaths, with 
142 in 2007, outpacing states like California 
that have double the construction population of 
our own, but only reported 63 deaths in the 
same time period. This summer alone, seven 
construction workers in Austin died; all of their 
deaths were preventable.

Corporate Dreams and Nightmares: 

Citizen Resistance will be presented after the 
10:45 church service. The film is based on the 
book The Corporation: The Pathological 
Pursuit of Profit and Power by Joel Bakan.   
   Is the current crisis of capitalism a temporary 
problem or do we face more fundamental flaws 
in our economic system? This film investigates 
that question through a detailed examination of 
that institution that structures contemporary 
economic life. 
   “The Corporation” explores the nature and 
spectacular rise of the dominant institution of 
our time. Taking the corporation’s status as a 
legal “person” to the logical conclusion, the 
film puts the institution on the psychiatrist’s 
couch to ask, “What kind of person is it?” It 
includes interviews with 40 corporate insiders 
and critics plus true confessions, case studies 
and strategies for change.
